Changes have been made to page 11, Availability. 
 
This syllabus is examined in the June and November examination series. The AS 
syllabus is also available for examination in March 2018 and 2019 for India only. 
The A Level syllabus is available for examination in March 2019 for India only. 
 
Previous changes made to the syllabus, published in September 2015 
 
Changes have been made to pages 7, 8, 15, 21, 23, 26, 28 and 37. These 
changes relate to our online Learning Area and online AS and A Level Courses 
and our requirements for a statement of originality and AICE. 
 
Changes have been made to the Table in sub-section 1.2 on page 10.
