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Instructions for preparing apparatus

These instructions give details of the apparatus required by each candidate for each experiment in
this paper. A summary of the questions that will be presented to the candidates is included, where
appropriate, to allow the Biology teacher to test the apparatus appropriately. No access to the question
paper is permitted in advance of the examination.

If a candidate breaks any of the apparatus, or loses any of the material supplied, the matter should be
rectified and a note made in the Supervisor’'s Report.

Candidates must be provided with a microscope with:
o Low-power objective lens, e.g. x 10 (equal to 16 mm or §7)
*  High-power objective lens, e.g. x 40 (equal to 4 mm or{")

e Eyepiece graticule fitted within the eyepiece and visible in focus at the same time as the
specimen.

Each candidate must have sole, uninterrupted, use of the microscope for at least 55 minutes.

Supervisors are advised to remind candidates that all substances in the examination should be treated
with caution. Pipette fillers and safety goggles should be used where necessary.

In accordance with the COSHH (Control of Substances Hazardous to Health) Regulations, operative in
the UK, a hazard appraisal of the examination has been carried out.

The following codes are used where relevant.

C = corrosive substance F = highly flammable substance
H = harmful or irritating substance O = oxidising substance
T = toxic substance N = harmful to environment

Centres are reminded that they are not permitted to open the question paper envelopes before the
examination. Centres are also referred to the Handbook for Centres, and in particular Section 3.1.2 (c)
(i), Security of Question Papers and Examination Materials, as well as 3.3.11.1, Practical Examinations
in Science Subjects.

Question 1

Candidates are expected to carry out an investigation into enzyme inhibition using amylase and lead

nitrate.

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20cm?® of iodine in potassium iodide solution, labelled iodine. The usual formulation
used in the centre for starch-testing will be suitable. This can be made up well in advance
of the examination.

50cm3 of 1% amylase solution, labelled S$3. This should be made up by dissolving
1cm?® of the amylase solution supplied by CIE in 80cm? of water and then making up
to 100cm3. This should be tested to ensure that 1cm?3 will remove all of the starch from
4cm3 of 1% starch solution in less than 5 minutes. This can be kept in a refrigerator
overnight but should be at room temperature at the start of the examination.

If this is not successful, please use locally available amylase (this may be obtained as
a liquid or as a powder (for powder, use 1g made up to 100cm?3 using distilled water). If
this also fails, as an emergency replacement only, please use amylase extracted from
germinating bean seeds (germinate 100 bean seeds for several days, and then liquidise
with a small volume of water and filter through coarse cloth or muslin — the liquid filtrate
is the amylase solution — it will vary in activity so testing will be required to find an
appropriate concentration).

100cm?® of 1% lead nitrate solution, labelled S1 (Toxic). This should be prepared by
dissolving 1g of lead nitrate in 80cm? of distilled water and then making up to 100cm?,
This can be made up several days before the examination.

100cm? of 1% starch suspension, labelled S2. This should be made up by mixing 1g
of very fine starch powder with a little distilled water, which should then be made up to
80cm? with boiling distilled water. The mixture should be stirred thoroughly and allowed
to cool. When cool it should be made up to 100cm? with cold distilled water. This must
be made up freshly for each examination session.

6 test-tubes with rack and means of washing test-tubes.

10cm3 syringe and means of washing it.

Syringe for measuring 1cm?® and 5cm?3 and means of washing it.
Water bath or beaker, Bunsen or other burner, tripod and gauze.
Glass marker pen or wax pencil or small labels and pencil.
White tile.

Glass rod.

Sight of a clock with second hand or stop-watch or stop-clock.

20cm3 of distilled water, labelled distilled water.
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Question 2
Each candidate will require:
(i) Slide T1 (from Cambridge).
(ii) Transparent ruler to measure to an accuracy of 1 mm.

(iii) A microscope with:
»  Low-power objective lens, e.g. x 10 (equal to 16 mm or 57)
e  High-power objective lens, e.g. x 40 (equal to 4mm org")

* Eyepiece graticule (from Cambridge) fitted within the eyepiece and visible in focus at the
same time as the specimen.
