The Lumbini region to be developed as world heritage site

Experts have agreed on conserving and developing three ancient cities: Tilaurakot, Nigrodharam
and Ramgram, with a view to turning them into tourist destinations. These places have been
significant in the life of Lord Buddha.

The project is currently being run by UNESCO, with financial assistance from the ‘Japan Aid
and Trust’. The project has two phases. The first phase ran from 2011 to 2013 and focused on
conservation. The second phase, from 2014 to 2016, focuses on development of the sites. As part
of the project, stone structures such as the Ashok pillar and the Mayadevi Temple in Lumbini will
be renovated.

Studies will be conducted to find out the history, architecture and social environment of Tilaurakot
where Lord Buddha is believed to have spent his early life. A risk assessment will be carried out to
determine which areas should be left intact.

UNESCO consultant Kai Weise will be conducting a survey to assess whether Tilaurakot and
Ramgram should be included in the permanent list of the World Heritage Sites. Both sites have
already made it onto the temporary list of the UNESCO. Land mappings will also be conducted in
the areas surrounding Tilaurakot.
